We are feeling very overwhelmed
with the huge mandate given by you
to our team in the recently
concluded elections which obviously
places on us greater responsibility [
to fulfill various aspirations of the §
community.

We are looking ahead to the future with optimism, but it
has been very unfortunate and disgraceful how two
“misguided mohyals” have dragged your apex body to the
court. Although the petition was disposed of terming the
allegations as infructuous, the High Court had appointed
retd Judge Hon’ble P.K. Bhasin as ‘observer’ to supervise
the elections. Thereafter from 8" August when Justice
Bhasin took over, the main role of our election committee
became limited to providing full support and cooperation
to the observer and take actions as per his advice and
concurrence only. The brief note in this respect is printed
in this issue of Mohyal Mitter which explains the procedure
and its implementation during the course of elections.
Subsequently on 13 Sept 2015 the counting was duly done
under observer’s supervision after opening sealed ballots
and final results were declared by him. He first declared
results of all 54 contestants followed by declaration of 40
members who had received maximum votes and were
declared elected to the GMS Managing Committee by huge
margins. The result sheet was accordingly signed by the
observer and by the election committee members.

With this background it is therefore surprising that
subsequently hon’ble observer has submitted a report (as
copied from facebook post of another misguided mohyal)
making certain negative comments, which is not
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understandable. Throughout the election process the hon’ble observer was the decision
maker and if he had any reservations he could have ventilated the same and taken appropriate
action, but to comment in the report after having declared the results on 13 Sept 2015 and
signing the result sheet, it seems to be an after thought which is very unfortunate & not
understood.

| have had an occasion to go through the manifesto circulated by our “friends” during the
elections and would advise them to go ahead with implementation of various welfare measures
mentioned in the manifesto which should hold them in good stead with the community for
any future elections. Meanwhile, | wish to make it loud and clear, that there has been no
“Gaban” or embezzlement in the GMS as is sought to be made in the subject circular. The
MCD in response to their RTI may have correctly said that we have paid property tax to
them of Rs.3.029 lacs during the financial year 2012-13 but the balance amount totaling to
Rs. 53,54,582 was paid to DDA on account of subletting charges at 10% of rent towards
current and previous arrears. Anyone still in doubt can contact our Secretary General for
verification. | would like to emphatically stress, that accounts of GMS are being properly
maintained according to the modern accounting procedures and standards which are duly
audited by chartered accountants and there cannot be any lapses, even for a penny. | am
sure the community realizes that, if there were any leakages or “Gaban” as sought out to be
made, there would have been no development and progress as achieved over the years.

Mohyals are a great community with age old traditions where they respect elders and give
them due courtesies. Itis very amusing for me when someone addresses me as “37 years
old ruling President” which perhaps is meant to be a ridicule, a contempt or a sarcasm. If |
have spent 37 years in the service of the community with devotion and dedication, have |
committed any sin?

Epilogue /An overview

The election process for GMS Managing Committee Elections
2015, started on 14 June 2015, when Rzd B D Bali
announced in the Managing Committee meeting, that the
tenure ofthe present Managing Committee would be overin
Sept 2015 and itwas desirable to startthe election process
today onwards since the process takes almost three months
to complete. Accordingly the election committee headed by
Maj Gen K K Bakshi, VSM (Retd) and his team did the
necessary spade work and announced the election schedule
which was published in Mohyal Mitter July 2015 issue. After
this, everyone gotinto election mode except two members
ie Shri Kailash Chander Chhibber and Shri S K Bakshi (he
left for his heavenly abode on 19 July 2015), who filed a suit
in the High Court of Delhi to restrain the GMS from holding
the elections making various allegations and to appoint an
independent officer of the Court with powers to take over
charge of our Society. The first hearing took place on 15 July
2015 and the case was disposed off on 7 Aug 2015. The
Honourable Court refused to stop the election process, and
appointed Justice P K Bhasin as a Court observer to
supervise the elections since we did not have any objection
to the appointment of a Court observer. Fee of the Court
Observerwas fixed at Rs Two Lakhs, to be paid by the society
ie GMS. The suit was disposed of accordingly and their
miscellaneous allegations in the application were disposed
of as infructuous.

Accordingly regular interactions were carried out by the
Election Committee with the observer, 8 Aug 2015 onwards.
All the documents already prepared including the election
procedure were provided to the Observer. The Ballot papers
including the outer and self addressed envelopes were signed
by the observer, after due verification. On his directions, 1320
Ballots were got reprinted since he wanted his name to be
placed above the name of Election Committee and revised
schedule of elections was made on his directions ie delay of
7 days, and was intimated to all concerned. At later stage,
when about 50% of sealed ballots had been received, few of
the contestents forwarded the bogey of the boycott of the
elections. The Honorable Observer commented in our
informal talks that, in case they had to withdraw they should
have done by scheduled date of withdrawal ie 6 Aug 2015,
these persons have realised thatthey will not be getting the
voters support, and as a face saving have resorted to this
meaningless option. It was on his advice that in the earlier
option of allowing for bringing the sealed ballots by one family
member for immediate family at same address, was not
permitted. On 10 Sep 2015 at closing hours, the observer
took a summary of all ballots received, and the record of
receipt of Ballots Register was closed by him. Later a

demonstration was organized for him by the vendorwho had
printed the ballots and was also to carryout the scanning for
computing the results. On 13 Sep 2015 all preparations were
made in the GMS Conference hall, as advised and seen by
the Observer one day earlier. He also asked for a Steno with
laptop computer, which was arranged, so thatin case ofany
objections during the counting process his views could be
recorded. Later when he was asked by one member for non
utilization of the steno, he said that there was no need since
there was no problem and everything was okay. He also
appreciated the good work done by the election committee.

The counting of votes was done under his supervision after
opening of sealed ballots and the results were announced
by him after signing the result sheets. He first declared results
of votes polled by each of the 54 contestants and thereafter
declared the names of 40 winning candidates. Before leaving
he congratulated Rzd B D Bali for winning the elections. We
wish to specify that the election committee took all decisions
and actions as per advise and concurence of the hon’ble
observer after 8 Aug 2015 onwards and the election
committee provided full support and co-operation to the
hon’ble observer to ensure fair and free elections. The
secrecy of the voter was the only point where the hon’ble
observer had a different view, which we still maintain that
secrecy of the voters has been fully maintained and all the
Ballots, envelopes were duly sealed unseen by anyone and
kept in the ballot box (duly locked) after announcement of
the results. All records in the outsourced computer system
were deleted. Itis therefore very surprising to see the negative
remarks ofthe hon’ble observer in the last line of his report
(copied from the facebook post of one misguided Mohyal).

Atfter the results were announced on 13 Sep 2015 where
Rzd BD Bali and his team were elected with a thumping
majority, a meeting of new elected members of GMS
Managing Committee was held on 20 Sep 2015 under
supervision of election committee where Rzd B.D. Baliwas
unanimously elected as President. While thanking everyone,
Rzd B.D. Bali desired some time for election of other office
bearers after consulting his other colleagues which again took
place on 11 Oct 2015, where under our supervision all other
office bearers were duly elected. It is noteworthy that all the
elected members decided to donate refundable deposit of
Rs.2000/to GMS as a gesture of solidarity.

The above is brought out by the Election Committee forthe
information ofthe Community, and we thank all the members
ofthe Community for their cooperation and support.
