Smt Champa Rani Vaid
1930-2017

Champa Rani Vaid nee Bali was born in Jhangin pre-partitioned India, on September 13, 1930 and died on July 22,
2017 at College Station Texas. She would have been 87 on September 13, 2017,

Like many women in India and elsewhere, she was constrained by convention and tradition; unlike many women,
Champa did not let herself be contained by those constraints. As a dutiful daughter and
sister, she cared for her parents and only brother, but remained steadfast in her resolve
to pursue her education and prepare for a career. VYWhen she could not go to college, she
passed her examinations as a private student. Thus she got her M.A. in Hindi. After her
marriage in 1952, she went to college for her B.T. (Bachelor of Teaching).

After her husband, the writer and teacher Krishna Baldev Vaid got a Smith-Mundt Fulbright
scholarship in 1958 to study for his PhD in English at Harvard University, Champa joined
him in 1959 with her two daughters (then 5 and 3 years old), leaving her third daughter,
then a four month old baby, with her parents. There in Cambridge, Massachusetts, she
took evening classes at Boston University and got a Masters degree in Education.

On their return to India in 1961, Champa got a job as a teacher at Government Girls
Higher Secondary School in Shakurpur, Delhi. When her husband moved to a job at
| Punjab University, Chandigarh in 1962, she took a job in a Jesuit mission school in
“I Chandigarh.

When her husband decided to accept a job at the State University of New York in Potsdam, New York, USA, Champa
joined him with their three daughters, and started working part-time as a substitute teacher and in the university
library. When her husband, in consultation with her and now grown children, decided to give up teaching altogether
and devote himself entirely to writing fiction in Hindi and translating it into English, she supported the idea. In 1983,
her husband got two years’ leave from the University and spent it in India as a trial period for the final shift in 1985.

When she was almost 60 years old, Champa started writing poetry and published widely in good literary magazines
and periodicals. She published four collections of poetry in Hindi over the next 15 years. One collection of selected
and new poems was translated into English and is titled The Music of Bones.

At the age of 77, she started painting and produced several hundred works of art. Although not formally trained as an
artist, she and her husband moved in artistic circles and had numerous close friends who were celebrated artists and
writers, particularly in India. They always went to art museums and galleries everywhere during their travels in Europe
and the USA. She also had started collecting works of art from Indian artists within their means. It seemed during all
these years she had been learning to write and paint from her exposure to poetry and painting abroad and in India.
She had a way of seeing that helped her as an abstract painter.

Champa had two solo shows and several group shows in India, including a show at the India International Center in
20009 titled “Dawn of The Dusk,” as well as shows in Indore and Bhopal. In the USA she was represented by Debbie
Nadolney, at the Art Market Gallery in Province town Massachusetts, where she had a major solo show in July of
2012, and participated in several group shows, with considerable success. Since she started late in her painting, and
since she had various health issues, her work did not get a chance to be shown more widely. A large body of work
survives her.

Champa Vaid was a feminist, a loving wife, an inspiring mother and grandmother, a dutiful daughter, a loving sister,
and a poet and artist. She is survived by her husband. Krishna Baldev Vaid, her daughters Rachna Vaid, Jyotsna Vaid,
Urvashi Vaid, four grandchildren, Kaveri Vaid, Shantanu Ramesh Vaid, Alka Vaid Menon and Alok Balram Vaid —
Menon, her brother Satish Bali and a loving extended family in the USA and India.
